A ‘diet’ in reverse
ON a number of occasions I have had patients who complain that they are too thin,
that they are ashamed to be seen in swimwear because their bones stick out, and
that they cannot put on any weight.
These people are not suffering from the well-known affliction called anorexia, but
sometimes there i1s a medical explanation for their  weight.
For example, if a patient has an overactive thyroid gland, then the food they eat
will be burnt up so rapidly that they will stay skinny however much they eat. A
patient who has a chronic infection, may suffer from a serious loss of weight.
Anyone who loses weight suddenly or unexpectedly, or without wanting to, must

always see a doctor for advice.
In some cases weight loss will follow a temporary infection or illness of some
kind.

It is quite common for people who have had viral infections, such as viral hepatitis
or simple influenza, to lose their appetite. That appetite loss can then 'lead to a
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considerable weight loss.
The loss of appetite that accompanies depression, may also lead to a weight loss.
If you are going to get your appetite back and put on weight, you must rebuild your
interest in food carefully. Make sure that your food is well presented, and that it
looks good. An attractive plateful of food is much more likely to be eaten
It 1s also important that there isn't too much on the plate to start with. An enormous
mound of food will be forbidding.
There are also some obvious things to remember. Favourite foods are more likely
to get eaten as are foods that don't need a lot of chewing, cutting or fiddling with.
Sometimes there isn't an explanation for a weight loss or a failure to gain weight.

Some people seem to be naturally skinny.
If that is your problem, then you have to take up some of the bad habits that
slimmers are always advised to avoid.

So, for example, trick your body by eating when you are doing something else.
That way your appetite control centre won't be able to switch off your desire to eat,

and you'll eat more than you need.
Finally, never miss fixed meal times, use a bigger plate than usual, and avoid
snacks that spoil your appetite.

BLACKOUTS

MANY PATIENTS will complain of having had a 'blackout' but this is a vague
and certainly overused word.It usually means a loss of consciousness for a few
minutes but is often used incorrectly.

Patients will sometimes almost boast of having had one of these attacks. It has an
alarming sound and to say you have had a blackout means that friends and relatives
will be suitably impressed.

But if you enquire carefully, you can nearly always separate the really genuine loss
of consciousness from the supposed one.

In a fake faint, the patient's description is very vague. They say they felt dizzy and
fuzzy and thought they were going to "pass out'. They might also say they felt a
tightness in the chest and broke out in a profuse sweat. The alleged blackout may
often have gone on for up to an hour.

During a genuine faint there is an actual loss of consciousness because the brain is
temporarily deprived of blood. The attack is usually very short and is often caused
by some emotional upset, albeit a temporary one, or by fear.

Waiting to see the dentist or taking one's turn in a blood transfusion clinic are
typical causes, and they are not uncommon when a patient is having varicose veins
treated.
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Very occasionally, a sudden loss of blood internally - such as from a bleeding
stomach ulcer - may cause loss of consciousness and diabetes can cause alarming
looking fainting attacks. If the patient is taking insulin or having injections for
diabetes, a shortage of sugar in the blood may lead to a sudden passing out".
However, feeling dizzy when getting up quickly out of a chair or off the bed are
not true, faints.

Obviously, it is not easy for an anxious relative to be sure that a fainting attack is
not too serious. However, it is important never to panic.

General rules about what to do if someone faints are well described in First Aid
manuals. For example, it is important to keep the patient quiet and well supplied
with fresh air.

If there is no obvious cause or if attacks recur it is time to get expert advice. This is
particularly true if the patient is over 30.

Despite what you may think, blackouts are seldom connected with heart disease
but there are many other conditions which need to be excluded. However,
blackoutsaregenerallymoredramaticthanserious.

Anatomy  of the muscles” refers to the study of the structure of muscles and
muscle systems. Such study falls under the broad umbrella of  human anatomy,

and it 1s often undertaken in conjunction with the study of the physiology of the
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muscles. A true knowledge of the anatomy of the muscles requires the ability not
only to name each muscle, but also to identify each muscle’s point of origin,
course, and point of insertion.

Muscle anatomy is often a jumping-off point for a basic understanding of the way
the body works, and how the actions of different muscles affect various bodily
functions.The anatomy of the muscles plays an important role in many scientific
disciplines. Medicine and kinesiology, for example, rely heavily on an
understanding of muscles and muscle systems.

All muscles have a point of origin, a course, and a point of insertion. The point of
origin is the point of connection with the  skeletal system, where the least amount

of movement takes place. The course of a muscle is the path that the muscle takes
from the point of origin to the point of insertion with the skeletal system. The point
of insertion is the connection point, where movement of the muscle, and
subsequent movement of the skeletal system, occurs.

Muscles are part of the musculoskeletal system, which consists of the skeleton and
the muscles. The musculoskeletal system provides humans with the ability to
move. The skeleton acts as a solid, movable framework that supports the body,
while the muscles provide the pulling force for movement. Experts disagree on the
exact count of the number of muscles in the body, but it is widely accepted that the
body contains upward of 640 muscles.

Placebo effect

Studies of new drugs traditionally involve at least two groups of people. The
people in one of those groups are given only what they think is the drug. Really
they get a placebo -- an inactive substance. The drug is proven effective if it
performs better than the placebo.

Some researchers do not think drug studies should use placebos. They say it
makes more sense to compare new medicines to drugs already on the market.
Then people would know if a new drug is any better.

"Placebo" is Latin for "I shall please." It may contain nothing more than
sugar.

Yet some people who are given a placebo experience improvements in their
health. This is called the placebo effect.

Some doctors use the placebo effect in their treatments. An influential study
published in nineteen fifty-five said placebo treatments made patients feel better
thirty-five percent of the time.

But in two thousand one, Danish researchers reported that they had examined
more than one hundred studies. They found little evidence of healing as a result of
placebos.

Still, there is continued belief in the placebo effect.
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A Swedish study published last year suggested that a placebo can reduce the
emotional effects of unpleasant experiences. The study involved people who
looked at images of dead bodies and other unpleasant pictures. The findings
appeared in the journal Neuron.

The researchers said the effects in the brain were similar to those seen when
placebos have been used as a pain treatment. In both cases, they said, expectations
of improvement are a major influence.

But more than expectations might explain why placebos appear effective
sometimes.

Researchers led by Scot Simpson at the University of Alberta, in Canada, just
had a report published in the British Medical Journal. They examined twenty-one
studies. These compared death rates between patients who always took their
medicine and those who did not.

Even patients who took placebos had better results than those who did not
follow doctor's orders. The researchers see this finding as support for the idea of a
so-called healthy adherer effect. That is, a person who takes a drug treatment as
directed may also do other things to live a healthy life.
