Ancient Egyptians
were the earliest civilized people in the world. They studied the Auman body.
Magic still played an important part when the medicine-man treated (meuwur) il
people but Egyptians also developed practical methods of treatment. Homer wrote



that Egyptian doctors were the best in his time.The early Indians in Mexico used
narcotics in the treatment of diseases (6one3nu). In Peru and India surgery

(xupyprusi) was very developed. Amputations were very common in these
countries.

Water, Air and Soil Contamination

Pollution is an environmental concern for people throughout the world. One
university study suggests that pollutants in the water, air, and soil cause up to 40%
of the premature deaths in the world's population. The majority of these deaths
occur in developing countries.

Water in many third world countries is contaminated with toxic chemicals, also
known as toxins. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that 1.1 billion
people have little or no access to clean water. In many of these regions the water
that is used for drinking, cooking, and washing is the same water that is used for
dumping sewage and hazardous waste. Most developing countries cannot afford
water treatment facilities. Approximately 80% of infectious diseases in the world
are caused by contaminated water.

Air pollution is a growing problem throughout the world. Indoor air pollution is
one of the leading causes of lung cancer. Families in developing countries use open
stoves for cooking and heating their homes. These homes do not have proper
ventilation. The smoke, which is full of chemicals and carcinogens, gets trapped
inside where families eat and sleep. Outdoor pollution also causes disease and
illness, especially in industrial cities such as Beijing, China, where cancer is the
leading cause of death. China relies heavily on coal, which is considered the



dirtiest source of energy. According to the European Union, only 1% of urban
dwellers in China breathe clean air on an average day. Neighbouring countries
including Japan and Korea receive much of China's pollution in the form of acid
rain. This pollution results mainly from the coal powered factories, which produce
inexpensive goods for North American and European consumers. Outdoor air
pollution is also a concern in many wealthy countries. Those who live and work in
urban centres such as Los Angeles or Toronto experience many warm days beneath
a layer of smog.

Soil pollution is also a major concern, both in industrial and developing countries.
Pollutants such as metals and pesticides seep into the earth's soil and contaminate
the food supply. Soil pollution causes major health risks to entire ecosystems. This
type of pollution reduces the amount of land suitable for agricultural production
and contributes to global food shortages. Dumping of industrial and domestic
waste products produces much of the world's soil pollution, though natural
disasters can also add to the problem. In wealthy countries such as the US,
protection agencies monitor the food supply. The public is generally warned before
major health outbreaks occur. Developing countries do not have this luxury.
Farmers in poor nations grow food in contaminated soil both to earn a living and to
avoid starvation.

As more people move to urban centres, premature deaths caused by pollution are
expected to increase worldwide. Today, the developed nations who achieved their
wealth at the expense of the environment will be held accountable for protecting
the earth's resources for future generations.

person through the exchange of body fluids such as blood, semen, breast milk and
vaginal secretions. Sexual contact is the most common way to spread

HIV, but it can also be transmitted by sharing needles when injecting drugs, or
during childbirth and breastfeeding. As HIV reproduces, it damages the body's
immune system and the body becomes susceptible to illness and infection. There
is no known cure for HIV infection nowadays. Acquired immune deficiency
syndrome, or AIDS, is a condition that describes an advanced state of HIV
infection. With AIDS, the virus has progressed, causing significant loss of white
blood cells

or any of the cancers or infections that result from immune system damage. Once
inside the body the virus attacks specialized immune system cells known as CD4
cells. The virus attaches to these cells and infects them by injecting HIV nucleic
acids (DNA and RNA) into the cell. New HIV virus then infects other CD4 cells as
the cycle repeats itself. Is HIV and AIDS the same thing? HIV is the virus which
damages the body's immune system. While AIDS defining infections means a
person is diagnosed with AIDS. A person can be infected for years without having
AIDS. Having HIV infection does not mean you have AIDS. Simply put, HIV and
AIDS are not the same thing, but they are related to one another.

Before HIV infection became widespread in the human population, AIDS defining
infections were rare, and almost exclusively in individuals with immune
suppression, such as chemotherapy and certain types of cancers. AIDS was first
recognized in the early 1980s in healthy homosexual men. Adding to the

oddity, these men had no recognized cause for immune suppression. An infectious
cause of AIDS was suggested by geographic clustering of cases, links among cases
by sexual contact, mother-to-infant transmission, and transmission by blood
transfusion. Later, isolation of HIV from patients with AIDS strongly suggested
that this virus was the cause of

AIDS.

1.IlpounTaiiTe U NepeBeIUTE TEKCT.

1. The bones form the skeleton of the body. The most important part of
the skeleton 1s the backbone. It is so important that naturalists divided all animals
into two classes - those which have a backbone and those which have none. All
the higher animals have a backbone, or vertebral column and they are therefore
called (maspiBarotTcsi) vertebrate animals. The others are called invertebrate
animals.

BLACKOUTS

MANY PATIENTS will complain of having had a 'blackout' but this is a vague
and certainly overused word.It usually means a loss of consciousness for a few
minutes but 1s often used incorrectly.
Patients will sometimes almost boast of having had one of these attacks. It has an
alarming sound and to say you have had a blackout means that friends and relatives
will be suitably impressed.
But if you enquire carefully, you can nearly always separate the really genuine loss
of consciousness from the supposed one.
In a fake faint, the patient's description is very vague. They say they felt dizzy and
fuzzy and thought they were going to "pass out'. They might also say they felt a
tightness in the chest and broke out in a profuse sweat. The alleged blackout may
often have gone on for up to an hour.



During a genuine faint there is an actual loss of consciousness because the brain is
temporarily deprived of blood. The attack is usually very short and is often caused
by some emotional upset, albeit a temporary one, or by fear.
Waiting to see the dentist or taking one's turn in a blood transfusion clinic are
typical causes, and they are not uncommon when a patient is having varicose veins
treated.

Very occasionally, a sudden loss of blood internally - such as from a bleeding
stomach ulcer - may cause loss of consciousness and diabetes can cause alarming
looking fainting attacks. If the patient is taking insulin or having injections for
diabetes, a shortage of sugar in the blood may lead to a sudden passing out".
However, feeling dizzy when getting up quickly out of a chair or off the bed are
not true, faints.
Obviously, it is not easy for an anxious relative to be sure that a fainting attack is
not too serious. However, it is important never to  panic.
General rules about what to do if someone faints are well described in First Aid
manuals. For example, it i1s important to keep the patient quiet and well supplied

with fresh air.
If there is no obvious cause or if attacks recur it is time to get expert advice. This is
particularly true if the patient is over 30.

Despite what you may think, blackouts are seldom connected with heart disease
but there are many other conditions which need to be excluded. However,
blackouts are generally more dramatic than serious.

HEART

The heart 1s simply a pump, which circulates blood throughout the body.
Tubes called blood vessels carry it from the heart to all parts of the body and back
again. This round trip is known as the circulation. Vessels carrying blood away
from the heart are known as arteries and those returning blood to the heart are
known are known as veins.

The heart pumps blood round the body about 70 times a minute in adults. The
heartbeats can be felt as the pulse where certain arteries lie just beneath the skin,
and the most well — known place where this occurs is at the wrist.

The heart lies in the chest immediately behind the breast bone. It consists of two
chambers, left and right, separated from each other by a wall. Each chamber is
further divided into upper and lower compartments, which communicate with each
by valves. Each upper compartment is called an atrium and each lower a ventricle.



Note that there is no communication at all between the left and right sides of the
heart.

Heart failure, or cardiac arrest, means that the heart has stopped beating. This of
course, means that no blood is being pumped round the body and death occurs in a
few minutes. But as the heart is just a simple pump, it can be made to beat
artificially by rhythmically applying pressure to the chest. This squeezes the heart
between the breast bone and forces blood out the heart into the circulation. When
pressure on the chest has been relaxed, blood returns to the heart again.

RESPIRATION

Respiration means breathing. Its function is to provide the means whereby
oxygen enters the blood and carbon dioxide leaves. This interchange of gases
occurs in the lungs which are situated in the chest, one on each side of the heart.

The chest forms a protective cage for the heart and lungs. The bars of the
cage are formed by the ribs — which are joined to the breast bone in front and spine
behind. The spaces between the ribs are filled by the rib muscles. The floor of the
cage is formed by the diaphragm, which is a sheet of muscle separating the chest
from the abdomen.



In order to reach the lungs, the air we breathe enters the throat through the
nose or mouth and passes into the larynx. Below the larynx the air passes along a
tube called the trachea, which runs down the neck to the chest where it divides into
two. These two branches are known as the right and left bronchi and they enter
their respective lungs. Just as arteries divide up into smaller arteries and finally
into thin —
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walled capillaries, so do the bronchi divide inside the lungs. Each bronchus divides
into many smaller and smaller tubes until eventually ends up as a huge number of
tiny air sacs, which comprise each lung. A network of capillaries originating from
the pulmonary artery passes round each air sac.

Air breathed in through the nose passes via the throat, larynx, trachea and
bronchi to the air sacs of the lungs. This passage from nose to lungs is known as
the airway. In the lungs, oxygen from the air passes through the thin walls of each
air sac and its surrounding capillary to reach the blood. In the same way carbon
dioxide passes simultaneously out of the blood into the air sacs. This gaseous
exchange for replenishing the blood with oxygen and eliminating the waste
product, carbon dioxide, is the sole purpose of respiration.

Oxygen enters the blood by combining with hemoglobin in the red cells;
where as carbon dioxide is carried by the plasma.

Digestion in the stomach

Chemical digestion begins in the stomach. The stomach is a large, hollow,
pouched-shaped muscular organ. Food in the stomach is broken down by the action
of gastric juice, which contains hydrochloric acid and pepsin (an enzyme that
digests protein). The stomach begins its production of gastric juice while food is
still in the mouth. Nerves from the cheeks and tongue are stimulated and send
messages to the brain. The brain in turn sends messages to nerves in the stomach
wall, stimulating the secretion of gastric juice before the arrival of food. The
second signal for gastric juice production occurs when food arrives in the stomach
and touches the lining.

Gastric juice is secreted from the linings of the stomach walls, along with



mucus that helps to protect the stomach lining from the action of the acid. Three
layers of powerful stomach muscles churn food into a thick liquid called chyme
(pronounced KIME). From time to time, chyme is passed through the pyloric
sphincter, the opening between the stomach and the small intestine.

What is blood? What does blood do?

Blood is a combination of plasma (watery liquid) and cells that float in it. It is a
specialized bodily fluid that supplies essential substances and nutrients, such as
sugar, oxygen, and hormones to our cells, and carries waste away from those cells,
this waste is eventually flushed out of the body in urine, feces, sweat, and lungs
(carbon dioxide). Blood also contains clotting agents.

Plasma constitutes 55% of blood fluid in humans and other vertebrates (animals
with a backbone, spinal column).

Joseph Lister (1827-1912), an English surgeon, was born at Upton, Essex.
He was the founder of antiseptic surgery. Joseph Lister was the first to discover
the reasons for infection and the way to prevent it. Joseph Lister became
interested in science very early. Anatomy interested him so that when he was 14
he told his father that he was sure he wanted to be a surgeon. His father who
was a scientist himself did all he could to give his son a good start in his career.
Lister's medical training at the University College of London lasted for nearly 8
years. In 1852 he went to Edinburgh where he assisted Professor James Syme,
the most famous surgeon in Europe, in his operation. Some years later Lister
was asked to take charge of the surgical section of Glasgow's Royal Infirmary.
It was there that he carried out his revolutionary work for which he is now
famous.

Is killing an animal morally equivalent to killing a human being?




Most of us never question assumption that human beings have the right to kill
animals. We eat them as food, we use their skins to make coats and shoes, and we
test drugs and cosmetics on them. Some of us even hunt animals for sport. With
our growing awareness of environmental issues, these activities are becoming less
acceptable. Deliberate and cruel killing of animals is not a new phenomenon. The
people of the Faroe Islands in the Atlantic have probably undertaken their annual
cull of pilot whales for centuries. The cull is a sporting tradition, similar to
bullfighting in Spain or fox hunting in Britain. Fewer and fewer people believe that
cruelty to animals for sport is justified particularly when the animal is an
endangered species. Shooting tigers in India was once a popular sport for
gentlemen; it is now illegal. Killing rare animals for economic gain (poaching) is
another environmental problem.

person, other types of bacteria can cause it, too. In kids and teens, osteomyelitis
usually affects the long bones of the arms and legs.

Bacteria can infect bones in a number of ways. Bacteria can travel into the bone
through the bloodstream from other infected areas in the body. This is called
hematogenius (pronounced: heh-meh-tah-gen-us) (hema refers to the blood)
osteomyelitis, and is the most common way that people get bone infections.
Another way is by direct infection, when bacteria enter the body's tissues through a
wound and travel to the bone (like after an injury). Open fractures — breaks in the
bone with the skin also open — are the injuries that most often develop
osteomyelitis.

A bone also can become infected when the blood supply to that area of the bone is
disrupted. This can happen in older people with atherosclerosis (pronounced: ath-
uh-row-skluh-row-sis), which is a narrowing of the blood vessels, or in association
with diabetes. Most infections of this kind occur in the toes or feet.

Pathology

Pathology is the study of the etiologies, mechanisms, and manifestations of
disease. Techniques and knowledge gained from other disciplines, including
anatomy, physiology, microbiology, biochemistry, and histology, are utilized. The
information obtained from the study of pathology is necessary prior to developing
methods with which to control and prevent disease.

With the light microscope it became possible to correlate the observed signs and

symptoms in an individual with cellular changes. In its early stages pathology was
very descriptive. Diseases were understood and categorized in part, by how gross
and microscopic anatomy was altered. In the last half of the 19th century, by using
this approach to pathology, coupled with microbiological techniques, it was
learned that the major causes of human death were biotic agents: protozoans,
bacteria, viruses, and fungi. Infectious diseases took a heavy toll in human lives.
Better sanitation and public health measures were instrumental in controlling these
diseases, and the production of antibiotics and immunization procedures further

reduced their importance. It is now apparent that all diseases reflect changes at the
molecular level. Scientists are beginning to understand what these biochemical
alterations are in some diseases.

There are many branches of pathology. Divisions are made depending upon focus
of interest. Clinical pathology is concerned with diagnosis of disease. As medicine
has expanded, subspecialties such as surgical pathology and neuropathology have
developed. Experimental pathology attempts to study disease mechanisms under
controlled conditions. General pathology covers all areas, but in less detail, and

serves in medical education.

A relatively new area of pathology is environmental pathology, which deals with
disease processes resulting from physical and chemical agents. At present, the
leading causes of death have environmental agents as the known or suspected

major etiologic factors; these diseases include heart disease,atherosclerosis, and
cancer. It is believed that with understanding, many such diseases, like those
produced in response to biotic agents, can be brought under
control. Seealso Disease.

Upper Respiratory Tract Infection

Sore Throat: Virus or Strep?

Are you wondering if your sore throat requires antibiotics? Strep throat, named for

theStreptococcus bacterium that causes the condition, is a particularly severe form
of sore throat that is best treated with antibiotics. Strep throat can strike people of
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all ages, but only about five to ten percent of sore throats are caused by a bacterial
infection. Most sore throats are caused by viral illnesses and are not responsive to
treatment with antibiotics.

A true streptococcal infection of the throat often leads to excruciating throat pain
accompanied by difficulty swallowing and even speaking. Fever may be present,
and the tonsils are often covered with a whitish layer of pus. Cough and runny nose
are not commonly related to strep throat, but it is possible to have a streptococcal
infection along with a viral upper respiratory infection and symptoms of a cold.

What is a peptic ulcer?

A peptic ulcer is a sore on the lining of the stomach or duodenum, the beginning of
the small intestine. Less commonly, a peptic ulcer may develop just above the
stomach in the esophagus, the tube that connects the mouth to the stomach.

A peptic ulcer in the stomach is called a gastric ulcer. One that occurs in the
duodenum is called a duodenal ulcer. People can have both gastric and duodenal
ulcers at the same time. They also can develop peptic ulcers more than once in
their lifetime.

Peptic ulcers are common. Each year in the United States, about half a million
people develop a peptic ulcer.

What causes peptic ulcers?
A bacterium called Helicobacter pylori (H. pylori) is a major cause of peptic

ulcers. Nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs), such as aspirin and



ibuprofen, are another common cause. Rarely, cancerous or noncancerous tumors
in the stomach, duodenum, or pancreas cause ulcers.

Peptic ulcers are not caused by stress or eating spicy food, but both can make ulcer
symptoms worse. Smoking and drinking alcohol also can worsen ulcers and
prevent healing.

Physics An introduction Ever since humankind first looked at the stars moving
about the sky, they have wondered how and why they do that. People have always
wondered why things behave the way they do. For thousands of years people have
been asking questions like why things fall to the ground, not away from it. Why
are some types of stone hard and others soft? Why does the Sun come up in the
east and go down in the west? These are all questions that physics can answer.

In the beginning, people answered questions like these in philosophical or
religious ways. In early descriptions of the world, philosophers such as Aristotle
reported what they believed to be true, rather than what they saw to be true.
Others, however, such as astronomers from India, Egypt and China, or the Greek
thinker, Archimedes, were able to use calculations to predict the movements of the
Sun and the Moon or to describe and build machines.

The works of Eastern scholars reached Europe in the 12th and 13th centuries.
There were studies of planetary motion by Indian astronomers, the theories of light
from Buddhist and Persian thinkers and especially the work of the Persian
philosopher Nasir al-Din al-Tusi on the planetary system. Eventually, these ideas
pushed Europe into a scientific revolution. Galileo laid the foundations for this
with his work on dynamics, that is, how things move. Nicolas Copernicus and then
Johannes Kepler described the solar system with the Sun at its centre. Later,
building on their work, Isaac Newton set out his Laws of Motion and modern
physics was born.

Electromagnetism is everywhere. It is a field that exists throughout space. When
particles are electrically charged, the electromagnetic field exerts a force on them.
These particles then move and exert a force on the electromagnetic field. By
generating these fields when and where we want them and by controlling these
forces we have electricity. This gives us the power we use in the modern world. All
our TVs, phones, street lights and cars depend on electromagnetism.

So what is electromagnetism? Actually, it is two things, but they are so
closely connected that it is convenient for us to think of them as one, as two sides
of the same coin. There are two types of field: electric and magnetic. Electrically-
charged particles result in an electric field, static electricity. When there is a
conductor, a material which will allow electric field to pass through it, then we can
create an electric current. In our homes, the conductors are the wires that run
through our house to the light bulbs or the TV. A magnetic field results from the
motion of an electric current and is used to generate the electricity we use.

In the 19th century, James Clerk Maxwell, the Scottish physicist, produced
the equations that proved the two forces acted as one. One effect of this was for
physicists all over the world to hurry back to their libraries and laboratories to
rewrite the theories on the motion of objects. Maxwell's equations showed that
what physicists had believed for centuries was in fact not correct. It was not until
Einstein, in the 20th century, that the theory of motion was put right - at least for
now.

In ancient times, people believed that the Earth was the centre of the solar system
and tried to understand and explain the movement of the Sun, the Moon, the stars
and the planets around the Earth. As scientific knowledge and technology
improved over time, this idea (called the geocentric theory, from the ancient Greek
words meaning Earth-centred) lost favour and new theories about the solar system
were put forward.

Tvcho Brahe (1546-1601) and Galileo (1564- 1642) made accurate measurements
of the heavens, which were the basis for later theories. Nicolas Copernicus (1473-
1543) believed that the Earth was not the centre of the solar system but just another
planet revolving around the Sun, which itself never moved. This type of theory



was called heliocentric. Johannes Kepler (1571-1630), an assistant to Brahe, used
Brahe's measurements to support Copernicus' heliocentric theory. This led to his
discovery of three laws relating to planetary movement, including the fact that the
planets move in elliptical orbits around the Sun.

It was left to Isaac Newton to expand on these theories by testing and proving
Kepler's laws. By observing things around him, Newton realised several things.
One was that objects can be in one place, without moving. This is called inertia.
Then, if the object moved, it moved toward another object. The phenomenon
causing this pull of one object towards another was the force of gravity (or little g).
Newton found that the mass of the two objects and the distance between them
determined the strength of the force of gravity and developed an equation which
expressed this relationship.

Medical Education in Russia

On the world stage, Russia has remarkable distinction in the Higher Education
System. More than two million students have enrolled their names in these
Institutions or Universities. There are more than 17,250 doctors of science and
about 8,75,000 candidates of science in various institutions. They conduct lectures
as well as are active in developing new scientific trends & advanced technology.
The students/ teacher ratio is approximately 7:1

It is sophisticated in the world as every institution is well equipped and teaching
methods are regulated and stream lined providing for an extensive development of
students in chosen specialties.

The Russian medical degrees have topped WHO and UNESCO ranking and have
got global recognition. About 30 positions are occupied by the Russian Medical
Universities in World Ranking and The Russian Federation has some of the finest
medical Universities. The Indian students seeking admission are admitted in those
institutions which are recognized by World Health Organization and Medical
Council of India for screening test conducted by MCI. Compared to western
countries, the tuition fee in Russian institutions are reasonable.

The imparting system of higher medical education in Russia is well formulated
and advanced. In the evaluation of student’s performance, their progress in
mastering the subject is monitored closely and objectively.

The important part of higher education assessment process in Russia is the final
state examination.

From September all the Russian medical Institutions starts their academic year.

Student enjoys winter vacation as well as
summer vacation. Winter vacation is from 15th January to 7th February and
summer vacation is from Ist July to 31st August.

Healthcare in Russia

Russia has a very low standard of compulsory state funded health care compared to
Western Standards. Medical staff are adequately trained; however their talents
cannot be fully used due to the lack of funds and medical equipment available. All
citizens are entitled by law to equal access to healthcare, but old Soviet ways still
prevail leading to inequality. Healthcare is free and is available to all citizens and
registered long-term residents. Private healthcare is also available in the country,
which is highly recommended. The Russian government oversees the health
service and is trying to equalise the way that healthcare is given.

The State System

For the state healthcare fund employees and employers pay around 2 to 3 percent
of wages to a social tax and then a small percentage of that money goes into the
healthcare fund. Dependant family members are covered by the contributions paid
by employed family members. The unemployed, old age pensioners and people on
long-term sickness benefit are also entitled to free health, with the state covering
their contribution. Vulnerable groups are not exempt from fees payable directly to



doctors, which again makes healthcare virtually impossible, for them. The self
employed must pay their own contributions in full. Foreigners immigrating to
Russia without jobs must produce proof of private health insurance in order to
obtain their residence permit.

Private Healthcare

The state fund covers a basic healthcare package; however citizens who can afford
private insurance can ensure that they receive the best medical care available.
Private medical services include treatment by specialists, hospitalisation,
prescriptions, pregnancy and childbirth and rehabilitation.

Few can afford this option and those in dire need of good medical care may be
forced to take out private insurance; for example a retired pensioner, is entitled to
free health care in at least one institution. If the treatment given in that institution is
not satisfactory, he must decide whether to spend five years of pension allowance
on a single year of healthcare.
